c. Conduct skills and performance assessments of athletes at prescribed
periods.
d. Maintain accurate records of attendance, perform€utce, and progress of
student-athletes.
e. Coordinate closely with School Heads, Sports Coordinators, and tl.e
Division Sports Office on matters concerning training schedules, venues, a:rd
competitions.
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t. Uphold safety standards, including rnjury prevention, first aid
preparedness, and athlete welfare.
g. Participate in capacity-building activities, seminars, and meetings related
to Division Sports Program;
h. Prepare and submit required reports, documentation, and
recoulmendations to the Division Sports Office.

5. School Heads are hereby directed to support and facilitate the irnplementation
of training activities by allowing the conduct of regular training sessions, providing
access to school facilities when available, ensuring no disruption of classes and
proper supervision of student-athletes.
